Oteet: Each computer on the Internet has a unique numerical address, called an
Internet Protocol (IP) address, used to route packets to it across the Internet. Just as
your postal address enables the postal system to send mail to your house from an-
ywhere around the world, your computer's IP address gives the Internet routing



protocols the unique information they need to route packets of information to your
desktop from anywhere across the Internet.

10) How can you find your IP address?
Otset: You can find your IP address on a Windows computer by opening an
MSDOS or Command window and typing one of "winipcfg" or "ipconfig". You
can find your IP address on a Mac computer by checking your Network control
panel.

11) What is an IP address made up of?
Otset: An IP address is made up of four bytes of information (totaling 32 bits) ex-
pressed as four numbers between 0 and 255 shown separated by periods. For ex-
ample, your computer's IP address might be 238.17.159.4.

12) What organization manages the allocation of IP addresses?
Otser: The Internet Assigned Numbers Authority (IANA) manages the allocation
of IP addresses to different organizations in various sized blocks. Most of the ad-
dress blocks have been allocated to research, education, government, corporations,
and Internet Service Providers (ISPs), who in turn assign them to the individual
computers under their control.

13) What is dynamic and permanent IP addresses?
OtseT: If you connect to the Internet over a phone line, then your IP address is
probably assigned dynamically by your Internet service provider from an available
pool of addresses each time you log on. If your computer is permanently connect-
ed to an Internet network, such as at the office or on a high speed home connec-
tion, then your IP address could be permanently assigned, or could be re-assigned
each time you reboot your computer.

14) What information is called HTTP Headers?
OtBet: When you surf the web your browser sends out information about your
browser, system and internet connection. This information is called HTTP Head-
ers that can contain information that is commonly used by marketers and statistical
analysis programs.

15) What does the “User-Agent” header describe?
OtgeT: The "User-Agent" header describes your web browser. Typically it contains
the browser name and version (e. g. Firefox 2.0), your Operating System and ver-
sion (e. g. Linux), and possibly additional information (such as which "service
packs" you have installed).

16) Do the “Accept” headers tell your browser about the preferred language?
OtgeT: NoO, they don't. The "Accept" headers describe what sort of things the web
browser can handle, and what it would prefer to be given if there's a choice. The
"Accept" header itself describes which document types the web browser can han-



dle, so for example we can tell whether your browser is capable of handling "im-
age/png" graphics.

17) What does “en-gb” mean in the “Accept-Language” header?
Otser: If the header tells the web server that your preference is for "en-gb" fol-
lowed by "en", that means you're probably an English-speaking Briton.

Otset: The "Referer" header tells the web server which document referred you to
the current page — in essence, if you followed a link to get to this page, it is the
URL-address of the page you came from to get here.

OteeT: These cookies are small pieces of information which your browser stores,
and then sends back to that same web server whenever you subsequently request a
document. So there are two important points here: (1) each cookie is only sent
back to the same website as it came from in the first place, and (2) the "contents”
of the cookie can only be made up of whatever information the web server already
knew anyway.
