Summative assessment is carried out at the exam where students’ performance is assessed by 1)

the internship report; 2) oral presentation on a topic related.

Students who do not do academic internship within the time prescribed by the syllabus for a good

reason can have it rescheduled by the rector’s order. Students who do not do academic internship

within the time prescribed by the syllabus without a good reason are expelled from the University

for academic underachievement in a manner prescribed by the Statute of AmSU and the existing

regulation of academic internship.
